The group exhibition “On the line” brings together 15 new works exploring the diverse 

forms found in hanging sculpture. Since the explorations of the Dadaist, Constructivist 

and Surrealist movements of the first half of the 20th Century, artists have proliferated 

modalities of suspension – from the ground, from walls, as mobile or static objects – to such 

an extent that it is now easier to understand it by its opposite. Suspension is sculpture that 

does not touch the ground; above the floor, it frees itself from a base and from gravity. 

It seems to float and levitate. From here, all types of aerial and spatial explorations are 

possible. Forms of suspension, whether invented or natural, vernacular or votive, have 

always preceded the artists in their research: scales, pendulums and plumb bobs were the 

first references, along with pulleys and winches, but also spiders and fishhooks suspended 

from their wires, anchors and pendants from their chains, ropes securing climbers or holding 

up the hanged… “On the line” explores suspension in all its multiplicity, looking beyond 

issues of gravity and balance to embrace performance, language and sound.
