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Video, sound, 20 min. 
 
In this film shot in real time, the two artists perform a series of poses drawn from dance, 
wrestling, classical Greek sculpture, etc.  
 
The small photographs in the What we see series capture details of the objects or the place on 
which the performers concentrated their attention during the poses. The work’s 
methodological aspect of documenting concentration during the performances comes as a 
conceptual development in Prinz Gholam’s photographic practice.  
 
The titles of the works refer to the initials of the authors whose works gave origin to the 
poses: Cunningham, Diaghilev, etc.
